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Transition: PRC to Home 
Transition times are often difficult for young children and their fami-

lies. Leaving the PRC is one transition that many children struggle 

with. Helping your child pick up toys before leaving the center helps 

with this transition. Early childhood rhymes and songs also help chil-

dren transition. When children become familiar with just a few tran-

sitional rhymes, they become secure in their knowledge of what 

comes next. So, next time you are leaving the PRC, sing some of these 

rhymes as you clean up, to help with this transition! They are sure to 

follow your lead!
