Parents and grandparents hope the child in their life will 

start school with a friend.  You want your child to learn 

how to make and keep friends and how to be a good friend. 

Children need us to provide a supportive environment that 

nurtures them to develop the social skills needed for 

forming friendships.  Knowing what to expect at different 

ages will help you in providing that supportive environment. 

Infants:  Children as young as 12 months demonstrate that 

they make friendship choices.  They will choose to spend 

more time near a specific child than with other children.  

If they are walking, they may watch and follow a child 

around.  Infants may explore objects and the physical  

environment in more ways when they are together than 

they do when alone or just with adults. 
Toddlers: Mutual liking and physical attraction is the  

basis of friendship for toddlers.  They play individually,  

but close to each other—this is called parallel play. 
Preschoolers: During these years, children start to  

cooperate in play and will expand their play by taking on 

roles, giving one another directions, and sharing leadership.  

Some disagreement occurs at this stage,  children are 

learning that others have different points of view.   
Young Schoolagers:  During these early school years the 

friendship reaches a new stage in which conversation  

becomes central.  Their definition of friendship broadens 

to an understanding of mutual give-and-take.
