“Nurturing A Child’s Love of Reading’

We know that learning to read is important for success in 

school.  However, being able to read is useful throughout 

our lives, whether for pleasure or school or work or for 

the directions when putting something together.  
 

The first few years of life lay a foundation for reading 

skills in later years.  Talking to infants while they are play-

ing, eating, touching and experiencing life helps them learn 

words.  Reading to them about the things they experience 

helps to develop vocabulary.  Children need multiple and 

repetitive opportunities to play with language.  Before the 

formal process of reading begins, child need to experience 

language from the inside out.  They need opportunities to 

talk and to write (in their own way).  As children practice 

using language, they need to receive feedback.  Most  

importantly, they need time - time to experience language, 

time to practice, time to reflect, time to develop, and time 

to grow.   
 

So keep on reading to your child.  Keep on taking them 

places and talking with them about the experiences.  Keep 

on providing them with opportunities to write and make 

their own books.  Listen to their stories, answer their 

questions, and provide them with their own books they can 

pick up and read anytime.  
 

Visit the library, attend a story time, and borrow books 

for your child.  Visit the Nonnie Hood Parent and Family 

Resource Center and borrow a book, or make a book while 

there.  Spend time together using words and writing words.  
 

The Nonnie Hood Parent and Family Resource Center has  
books for parents and caregivers on how to help your child 
be a reader.  Stop in and check out our resources.
