Growing Years: 
 

ñPlaying Togetherò 
 

Children of different ages are at different places in their  

social development.  We can expect children to have  

difficulty playing together nicely all of the time.  They will 

only be able to do this some of the time. 
 

The young child thinks first about himself/herself.  She/he 

thinks of other people and things in the world by how they 

relate to her/him.  For example, these questions run through 

the childôs mind, ñWhat can I do with that?  What can that 

do for me?  What can that person do for me?ò 
 

Here are some ideas for helping your child develop  

cooperation skills with another child, sibling or friend: 

Play the ñmirror gameò together.  Have the children look 

into a mirror to see how the mirrorôs image copies  

      everything they do.  Have the children face each other    

      and assign one to be the mirror.  The ñmirrorò child       

      copies all movements made by the other child.             

      Change roles so each child plays the ñmirrorò. 

When playing outdoors, encourage children to take turns 

pushing each other on the swing.  Take turns riding a 

bike, let the child not riding the bike hold a timer set for 

a few minutes.  When the timer goes off, the children 

switch places.  If no timer, count to 50 or 100 with the 

child not riding the bike, then have the children switch. 

During snack time have each child prepare a snack for 

the other child.   

Play dress-up.  Have one child select an outfit for the 

other child to wear.  Then let the other child select for 

his sibling/friend. 
 

Remember that children younger than three play beside their 

friends, not with them.  This is called parallel play.           

Cooperative play ï learning to work and play together 

peacefully starts during the preschool years.  But it takes 

practice and only happens over time.
