A Message from our Board President

and Executive Director

Dear Friends & Supporters,
2007 was a year of unbelievable growth at the PRC!

Thank you for supporting our Board and staff as we entered a time of great change and
risk. We are thrilled to report that success and accomplishment have accompanied that risk
into a bold new direction for the PRC and the families we serve. Of course with this
growth comes an increased responsibility and work load, passionately provided by our
small staff of 4.5 employees and our ever growing pool of volunteers. It is important to
note that as we rapidly increase the number of individuals we serve, and as we form rela-
tionships with these families, we simultaneously increase the severity of issues being rou-
tinely disclosed to us. Child physical and sexual abuse, cultural assimilation challenges,
simultaneous care of little ones and aging parents, depression, illiteracy, prejudice, parental
estrangement, unemployment, and misdiagnosis of children constitute only a few of the
serious issues that families have sought support and resources for in 2007. This clearly
illustrates the Board’s continued position that highly qualified, educated, experienced and
compassionate PRC staff are crucial to responsibly and effectively meeting those

needs. Ironically, skilled staff are just as vital to meeting preventive goals as they are to
assisting those already in crisis. Indeed, provision of parent education and family resources
prior to a situation escalating is both potent and cost-effective. The support received from
our funders and advocates in 2007 made that work possible. It has set us on a path that has
already changed lives.

2007 put programming and personnel in place that bolstered community awareness, in-
volvement, ownership and subsequent financial support that make a long-term balanced
budget for the PRC possible, while still maintaining some financial reserves to see us
through a deficit. The Board’s commitment to investing in exceptional staff, powerful pro-
gramming and proactive community affairs is creating the solid finances needed to sustain
and grow the organization. It will also assist the PRC in becoming less dependent on grant
dollars over time. While there is still much work to be done to attain that level of self-
sustenance, 2007 was a year that planted seeds for future success. The PRC vision, that
every child reach his or her full potential in a community of families, continues to be far-
reaching in its implications and with every day that passes we see staunch evidence that it
is working.

In closing, let me thank you for your time and ongoing support of the Nonnie Hood Parent
Resource Center in 2007, and let us extend an invitation to join us in 2008. Whether by
employment, volunteerism, partnership, financial contribution, word-of-mouth support,
referral, Board membership or participation in Center programming, we look forward to
working with you as we continue to build tomorrow’s community by strengthening today’s
families.

History

In 1986 the Corning/Painted Post School District’s Early Childhood Curriculum Committee
convened to examine early childhood programming, write a program philosophy and make
recommendations for the improvement and growth of the early childhood offerings already in place
in the community. Johanna “Nonnie” Hood was the director of the district Head Start program,
and was instrumental in making connections within the community with regard to future funding.

In 1988 the New York State Education Department issued a request for proposals to fund parent

education programs. Ten districts were funded. Corning-Painted Post School District was one of

the ten districts chosen. The Nonnie Hood Parent Resource Center opened for business in the Corning-Painted
Post School District Administration building on Charles Street in Painted Post in 1988.

In 1991 The Nonnie Hood Parent Resource Center moved to the Frank Pierce Early Childhood Center in
Painted Post.

In 1997 a five-year strategic plan was developed.

From 2000-2001, The Nonnie Hood Parent Resource Center formed its first Board of Directors and moved to
its current home in Civic Center Plaza in Corning in order to be more centrally located within the community.
That same year, the PRC became incorporated and was granted federal and state not-for-profit status.

In 2004 a collaborative was formed between ProAction, Inc., Woodhull Community Family Resource Center,
The Jennie Mose Family Resource Center, and the Nonnie Hood Parent Resource Center, in order to create the
“Steuben Family Enrichment Collaborative”. This team was awarded funding through the New York State
Children and Family Services/ William B. Hoyt Children and Family Trust Fund, in order to build a
community-based family resource and support program throughout Steuben County.

In 2006, the Board of Directors of the Nonnie Hood Parent Resource Center unanimously voted to accept

a new direction for the PRC which enhances parent and family support and education by securing staff that
possess specific education, experience and expertise in early childhood development and education,

grant writing and fund development. Additionally that year, the “Steuben Family Enrichment Collaborative
successfully secured funding through the United Way of the Southern Tier.

In 2007, despite beginning the year with a $20,000 strategic deficit, the PRC successfully secured
stellar staff, and within twelve months the number of financial donors, volunteers, service providers
utilizing the space for services, new grants awarded, and number of visits to the center by families
skyrocketed! Additionally, the PRC was used as a model to assist with the creation of another PRC
out of state. Also, being the only PRC in NY to hire a male on staff, the PRC secured a place at the
state level in the creation of a statewide Fatherhood Initiative. The Nonnie Hood PRC is the only
Resource Center in the state represented in that collaboration.
